Class content themes:
- Unit 1: Spanish1 Review - Daily routines and pastimes

- For the first part of the year, we will review the basics of the Spanish language
and topics that were covered in Spanish 1, including meeting people, family,
school, and pastimes and routines.

- Unit 2: Celebrations
- For this unit, we’ll talk about food, traditions, and culturally significant holidays for

us and in the hispanic  world. We’ll learn how to describe in detail and talk about
events that have happened in the past.

- Unit 3: Vacation, Travel, and Leisure
- For this unit, we’ll explore some of the hispanic world in more detail. We will talk

about traveling, what we enjoy doing in our free time, and what we like to do on
vacation.

- Unit 4: PBL
- This unit will provide students with the opportunity to take more control of their

learning through Project-Based Learning. Students will choose  a topic to study
and create in, using Spanish.
